This isn’t your typical Greek tour. It’s slower, deeper, and packed with flavour. 

Join me, Paul Martzoukos—sommelier, history lover, and passionate Greece explorer—for a 10-day 
adventure through the wild beauty and hidden gems of Northern Greece. With a small group of 8 

guests, we’ll journey off the beaten path to taste incredible wines, explore breathtaking landscapes, 
and connect with the people behind it all. 

We begin in lively Thessaloniki, then head into wine country—visiting a retsina trailblazer and 
spending two days in Naousa, tasting world-class Xinomavro and soaking in local hot springs. From 
there, we climb into the mountains of Amyndeon and stay in the storybook village of Nymfaio. Then 

it's off to Papigo and the awe-inspiring Vikos Gorge, before heading to Meteora’s cliffside 
monasteries. We finish with a full day at a peaceful winery estate in Achinos, and a final toast back in 

Thessaloniki. 

This journey is for the curious and the connected—those who want to go beyond the brochure, taste 
with intention, and experience Greece with heart.

We visited wineries that are producing 
some outstanding wines, experienced fine dining and authentic family-run tavernas, walked where the founders of 
democracy stood, marvelled at the artistry of ancient cultures, saw first-hand how military strategy played out on 
the Greek plains, and greatly enjoyed the banter from this thoroughly personable friend. It’s impossible to be bored 
on this trip; we experienced such a variety of landscapes, art and flavours, all woven together through Paul’s 
captivating narrative. He thoughtfully planned an itinerary of historical sites, hotels, restaurants, wineries and 
experiences that showed us what the region had to offer and kept us well occupied but not too exhausted. There 
were so many memories from this trip, like the majestic hilltop monasteries at Meteora and watching new vines 
being planted that the grandchildren of the vineyard owner will be tending in years to come. We had a truly 
wonderful experience and wholeheartedly recommend Paul’s tour.
